What is a STAR Support Student?

A STAR support student is a volunteer who supports a student with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD).

Who can become a STAR Support Student?

STAR support students are selected on a voluntary basis from the 3rd grade classrooms at Woodland Meadows Elementary.  STAR support students must have parent permission to participate in the program.

What are the STAR Support Student Responsibilities?

A STAR support student participates in the program 5 days a week during their regularly scheduled classes.  He/she follows the same daily schedule, but will [image: image1.png]>



meet once a week with Ms. Jozsa and Mrs. Munn during their regularly scheduled lunch.  STAR support students are there to participate in the activities scheduled and be models for the students with ASD.  The STAR support students will be under the direction of the school psychologist and speech-language pathologist.

Benefits of the STAR Support Program
The STAR support program provides many opportunities for general education students as well as the students with ASD.  Students learn to relate to people with different needs and develop an increased understanding of individual differences.  Student responsibility is also an added benefit of the program.
